Abstract. The specifics of geographical and natural climatic con-
ditions in Zauralye region by Russian peasants, on the formation of a
specific society in the large village resettlement of residents, the spread
of agricultural culture without landownership is shown. It shows the
characteristics of Zauralye peasant community, its beneficial difference
from the community of European Russia, achieved through reasonable
use of the advantages of natural multiland and ensuring in practice
the principle of old-fashionedness. The average size of land holdings,
crops and livestock in peasant farms in the Urals is given, and a brief
description of their economy is given in comparison with the similar
indicators of US farms. It shows the relative wealth of Kurgan peasants
against the national Russian background. A significant influence of the
Trans-Siberian Railway laying on the development of all processes in
agriculture has been noted. The features of the historical process in
agriculture of the agrarian region of Zauralye in the years of industri-
alsation of the country are reflected, which resulted in the outflow of a
significant number of Kurgan peasants to the construction of the giants
of the first five years (Magnitogorsk, CHTZ, Uralmash, etc.). The heroic
work of the village in Zauralye during the Great Patriotic War, the trans-
formation of the region into the industrial-agrarian region, the creation
of the Kurgan Agricultural Institute are shown. The participation of the
Kurgan Region in the virgin epoch, as a result of which over 600 thou-
sand hectares of land were put into circulation, is described. There was
a general increase of the sown areas for 1950s from 1.5 to 2.5 million
hectares, the growth of gross grain harvest by 60%, changes in the
structure of sowing and animal breeding, the increase in the number of
cattle, sheep and pigs by 1.5-3.0 times, milk and meat production by
1.9-2.3 times. The following positive changes in the industrialization of
the agricultural industries, intensification processes, increase in crop
production and livestock production, the development of the social in-
frastructure of Zauralye village are highlighted. The significant role of
T.S. Maltsev was noted. The main negative consequences for the agri-
culture are outlined. The measures taken in recent years to overcome
the crisis and the positive results of their implementation are described.
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
