Abstract. The article presents some conceptual ideas about the
such modern problem as education, its content, and its impact on the
quantity, structure, and quality of human capital that is formed within
the borders of rural territories and determines the competitiveness of
agricultural regions. The methodological foundation of the research is
based on interdisciplinary scientific approaches that have significant
heuristic potential in studying (1) the educational systems of various
countries (including their impact on rural development), (2) the trends
in their reform in today’s internal and external challenges of the
environment. Empirical research concerning educational infrastructure,
trends in content and organizational transformations in education,
implemented on the materials of the Kurgan region using standard
socio-economic indicators and qualitative methods of analysis. As
the results of the study the article presents some estimates of the
level of compliance of all types’ education development (general,
professional, additional) within the boundaries of regional rural areas
to (1) specific industry requirements (2) vital priorities of society. During
the research it was comprehensively substantiated the essential
aspects of education development (as an important element of rural
areas human capital) in light of the ongoing agrarian reforms, observed
changes in the conditions of rural life, the common transformations of
educational systems in Russia and in the world as a whole. Regarding
the national education system (including the Kurgan region), there
are many problems related to the condition of infrastructure and the
organization of educational process in both pre-school institutions and
institutions of subsequent levels (general, professional education) that
require immediate solutions. In conclusion, we formulate theoretical
and applied questions, the answers to which allow to build a multi-
faceted interdisciplinary concept of human capital in the future, relevant
to the specifics of rural areas (with their unique agricultural production),
and the state of their environment (experiencing significant fluctuations
under the influence of various political, technological, and currently also
biological challenges).
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
