Abstract. The importance of production and processing of poultry meat
to provide the country’s population with full-fledged food is difficult to overes-
timate. Poultry is a healthy food product. Turkey farming is one of the most
effective poultry industries, supplying the most valuable meat of all types of
poultry. Currently, for the production of turkey meat using heavy, medium and
light crosses of turkeys of different breeds, including a new breed - Hybrid.
This breed is not common in our country. A comparative study of meat pro-
ductivity and meat quality of Hybrid hybrid poultry meat of different crosses
and domestic white broad-breasted turkey breed is relevant.Crosses Hybrid,
despite a smaller slaughter yield in percent, give a greater amount in kilograms
of production than similar crosses of a white broad-chested breed. It has been
established that Hybrid hybrid bird turkeys reliably surpass white broad-breast-
ed turkeys in pre-slaughter weight, half-gutted and gutted carcasses of medi-
um cross-country by 2.53; 2.03 and 1.83 kg (P<0.01), heavy cross-country by
10.9; 8.62 and 7.87 kg (P<0.001), respectively, by indicators.During anatomical
cutting, carcasses from the middle cross Hybrid in absolute weight exceeded
the carcasses from the white broad-chested in the following weight indicators:
breast - 0.76 kg, thigh - 0.17 kg, drumstick - 0.17 kg, wing - 0. 17 kg, tail - by
0.05 kg, neck - by 0.06 kg, frame (back) - by 0.19 kg, skin - by 0.27 kg. Among
the heavy crosses in absolute weight on the 150th day, superiority was behind
the Hybrid bird. The turkeys of this cross exceeded the heavy cross with a
white broad-chested one in terms of mass: breasts - by 3.56 kg, hips - by
0.7 kg, lower legs - by 0.78 kg, wings - by 0.53 kg.A comparative assessment
of the slaughter qualities of turkeys of different pedigree groups and crosses
within them allows us to draw a general conclusion about the superiority of the
Hybrid hybrid bird over the domestic white broad-chested breed of turkeys in
terms of slaughter and meat qualities.
